FACILITIES, SERVICES & GUIDELINES

OFFICE/ STORE HOURS: 8:00 am - 10:00 pm, or as posted.

POOL/SPA HOURS: 9:00 am - 9:00 pm, or as posted. NO life guards are provided. Children under 14 vearsof
age must be accompanied by an adult at all times. No one under 21 years of age may utilize the hot tub orspa.
ALL persons use the pool at their own risk. Please observe pool hours and rules. NO alcohol or GLASS
containers allowed in the pool area. NO DIVING ALLOWED. All oils must be washed off before entering pool

Or Spa.

PLEASE NOTE: Elderly persons and those suffering from heant disease, diabetes or high blood pressure
should consult a physician before using the spa pool. No person suffering from a communicable disease,
transmissible via water, shall use the spa pool. Persons using prescription medications should consult a
physician before using the spa pool. Individuals under the influence of alcohol or other chemical substances
should not use the spa pool. NO person should use the spa pool alone. Pregnant women should not use the spa
pool without consulting their physicians. Persons should spend no more than 15 minutes in the spa at any one
session. NO persons shall run or engage in horseplay in or around the spa pool.

CHECK OUT TIME: 12 noon.

QUIET HOURS: 10 pm - 8 AM. Radio, stereo, television volume, and any other disturbing noises and activitics
must be controlled during these hours.

MOTORIZED BIKES, CYCLES, SKATEBOARDS OR SKATES: Are not to be used in the park.

OPEN FIRES: Only in approved charcoal grill and must be attended all times. NO open pit files allowed at any
time.

RECREATIONAL EQUIPMENT AND USE: All Facilities are used at vour own risk.

CHILDREN: Parents are responsible for the conduct and behavior of their children at all times. Children under
the age of six are not to play in the playground unless supervised by an ADULT. Playground shall be closed 12
hour after sunset. Children must be quiet and orderly and are not allowed to play in the street, restroom, other
resident’s property or on any vacant spaces. They are to be accompanied by an adult at all times while in the
restrooms, laundry reom, playground or entertainment room.

PARKING: No parking on the strects or grass. Guests please use the guest parking arca. Because of Fire
Department rules, no parking 1s permitted on park streets.

MESSAGES: There is a message board inside the foyer.

FIREARMS: No fircarms, fireworks, or other air-projectiles are allowed in the park or any of the surrounding

ALCOHOL: Open alcoholic beverages are not permitted in the market, registration office, inside phone area,
or pool area. No public drunkenness will be allowed.

PETS: Utah Dept. of Health prohibits all pets from running freely in the park. Pets are to be quiet, controlled
and on a leash at all times. For your convenience, a pet walk area is provided. It is located behind the swimming
pool area. When walking your pet inside the park, please limit leash length to six feet. No kennels or pens are
allowed. Pets are not to be unattended or tied up to trees or campground equipment. Pets are not allowed in the
buildings, pool area, nor playground except for “trained seeing eye dogs™. Guests are not permitted to bring pets
into the park. You MIST clean upafter your pet(s) everywhere in the park, including your own site. Please carry
a bag with you whenever you walk vour pet. Dispose of it in a litter can or dumpster after placing it in a bag.
“Excrement” is the owners responsibility to clean up. If you see a fellow pet owner not keeping within these
rules, please report it to the office,

LAUNDRY: Open 24 hours, except for posted cleaning hours. Dish and utensil washing are not permitted in
restrooms, Children are to be accompanied at all times in the restrooms. We keep our restrooms cleanat all times,
please do your part to keep them that way. Let us know of any condition requiring attention.

SEWER CONNECTION: State Law requires all connections to be water tight and clamped at both ends.
Absolutely no discharging sewage waste water or gray water is allowed on the ground. Sewer hookups are at
each site, and a disposal station is provided.

GARBAGE AND TRASH: Plcase keep a clean campsite. Park occupants are responsible for taking their trash
10 the garbage dumpsters provided by the park and indicated on the park map.
MAJOR AUTO-RV REPAIRS: Are not allowed in the park.

NEATNESS: Your space should be dept clean and free of refuse at all times. Boxes or unsightly items are not
10 be stored beneath your trailer, Park occupant is responsible for maintaining a clean site. There will be no
fences, pens or laundry lines allowed.

PLEASE respect vour neighbors and so not walk on their spaces without permission.

GENERAL: Park occupants must comply with all state, federal and local laws.

SPEED LIMIT: 10 MPH WITHIN THE PARK.
